SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1 RULES

1.1 Regatta is governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (2005-2008), prescriptions of
the Santa Cruz 27 Association and these Sailing Instructions

1.2 RRS 35 and A. are changed per instruction 9
RRS 25 & 62 are changed per instruction 13
RRS 66 is changed per instruction 11
RRS 44.1 & 44.2 are changed by instruction 10

2  SAFETY

2.1 RRS 40 is deleted and replaced with: “All competitors shall wear appropriate PFDs or
adequate personal buoyancy while racing except for a short period when changing clothing.”
Flag Y will not be displayed. Every boat shall carry life-saving equipment conforming to

Government regulations. Wet suits and dry suits are not considered adequate personal
buoyancy.

2.2  Boats are not required to check in, however a boat leaving the course prior to racing is
requested to notify the committee.

3 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be displayed on the Regatta Board in the Regatta Room on the
lower level of the Richmond Yacht Club.

4 CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 0900 on the day they will take

effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 1900 on the day
before the race.

5 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed from the flagpole located on the Richmond Yacht Club
deck.
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6 SCHEDULE OF RACES

6.1 A skippers meeting will be held on the upper deck of the Richmond Yacht Club at 0930
on Thursday, 10 July.

6.2 Racing will be run in accordance with RRS 26. The schedule will be as follows:

Thursday ,July 10 Race 1 1155 Blue flag ‘SC27’
Long Dist Race 2 ASAP following 1
Friday, July 11 Race 3 1155
Race 4 ASAP following 3
Race 5 ASAP following 4
Saturday, July 12 Race 6 1155
Race 7 ASAP following 6

7 RACING AREA, COURSES AND MARKS

For Races 1 and 3-7, racing will be in the area of Southampton Shoals as indicated in
Attachment A
For Race 2, racing will be in the area of San Francisco Bay as indicated on Attachment B.

8 THE START AND FINISH

8.1 Races will be run in accordance with RRS 26. The start will be between an orange flag
on the committee boat and the port end start mark.The finish line is between the orange flag
on the committee boat and a downwind port finish mark.

9 TIME LIMIT

Time limit for each race except the long distance race (Race #2) will be 90 minutes. Boats
finishing more than 20 minutes after the first boat finishes, if any, will be scored as DNF (did
not finish). This changes RRS 35 and A4.1.

10 PENALTY SYSTEM

RRS 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe is
required.

11 PROTESTS AND REQUEST FOR REDRESS

11.1 Protest form will be available in the Regatta room from the committee. Protests shall be
delivered there within one hour after the posted time committee boat returns to the dock.

11.2 Notices will be posted within 30 minutes after close of protest period to inform
competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses and the time protest
will be held.

11.3 Protests by the Race committee or Protest committee will be posted to inform boats
under RRS 61.1(b)

11.4 On last day of regatta, a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered:
(a) Within protest time limit if party requesting reopening was informed of decision the
previous day
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(b) No later than 30 minutes after party requesting reopening was informed of decision
on that day.

12 SCORING
12.1  Scoring will be in accordance with the Low Point Scoring System of RRS A

12.2  Three races are required to complete a series.
12.3 A boat’s series score will be the total of all her races excluding her worst score if six
or more races are sailed.

12 RADIO COMMUNICATIONS

The race committee may broadcast information to the fleets to inform them of the day’s racing
using VHF chan 79. Failure of any boat to hear the hail, hail of some but not all OCS boats, the
untimely hail of some or all OCS boats, or failure to hail any of the boats, shall not be grounds

for granting redress. This changes RRS 62.

13 PRIZES

Boats entered in the regatta and are current members of the SC27 National Class are eligible
for awards. First, second, and third place trophies will be awarded.
